Discriminatory housing
practices include:

Refusing to sell, rent or negotiate for
housing;  misrepresenting  availability;
imposing different terms, conditions, or
privileges; refusing to make reasonable
accommodations or modifications for
people with disabilities; advertising a
preference, limitation or discrimination;
steering to a specific neighborhood or
section of a housing complex because of
membership in a protected class.

SSFHC works closely with the
U.S. Department of Housing and Urban
Development and the Nevada Equal Rights
Commission to effectively refer bona fide
complaints of housing discrimination.

SSFHC strives to break down barriers
to equal housing opportunity and build
opportunities for community members
to relate to each other as neighbors by
addressing the needs of housing consumers,
housing providers, and local governments.
